General Article Guidelines

Follow these guidelines once your work has been accepted for publication. We prefer to have techniques e-mailed as a Microsoft Word attachment. If you do not have access to e-mail, save the document to a disk, DVD or CD and place it in the mail. As a last resort, send clear type written copy. Please do not fax documents or send handwritten instructions. 

Our graphic artists will take your basic text and incorporate it into the final design of the project, so there is no need to make any items bold, underlined, in italics or in special fonts. Plain, straightforward text is best. Use upper and lower case text. Avoid writing in first person (“I,” “me,” “our,” “we,” etc.). Please follow this basic outline when writing your technique: 

· Title of Project

· Artist Name

· Opening comment 

(Something special about this project, why someone would want to do this or perhaps something that inspired you to create it.)

· Step1

Step 2

Step 3

(And so on…)

· Contact information you would like to include 

· Materials list

(Please include mold manufacturer and mold number or bisque manufacturer or number, color manufacturers with products and numbers, specific brushes with manufacturer and part numbers and any miscellaneous products.)

Patterns and Graphics

Patterns and graphics can be e-mailed as tiff or jpeg documents. Please alert us if you have reduced or enlarged the pattern. If you are unable to email these items, please send them drawn in crisp black ink on white paper. Awareness of photographic and graphic copyright infringements and copyright compliance is the artist’s/writer’s responsibility.

Digital Images

Sometimes images of step-by-step instructions need to be included to give the reader a visual look at the process. Digital pictures can be sent via e-mail as high-resolution (300dpi) images in actual size or low-resolution images in a larger format. (If you send a 72 dpi image that measures three inches by three inches, it will be less than one inch when it is converted to 300 dpi. So, it’s important that the image is large enough to convert.) 

Packing Ceramic Pieces for Shipping (Only ship items that have been approved for publication.)

Be sure to pack your projects well for shipping. It’s best to pack the item surrounded with bubble wrap and plenty of packing materials like foam peanuts. It should be packed very tightly, and when you shake the box, you should not hear movement from inside. 

Pack that box inside a slightly larger box with at least a couple inches of packing material around all sides. Once again, when the box is sealed, you should not hear any movement from inside.   

If you have multiple parts or pieces, make sure there are plenty of packing materials between items so they do not touch or rattle together.
